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Dirrenmatt's essays are among his most impressive achievements.
Their range alone is astonishing: he wrote with authority and charm
about art, literature, philosophy, politics, and the theatre. His best-
known essays are Theatre Problems, The Bridge, The Brain, Vinter,
Monster Essay on Justice and Law and The Winter War in Tibet, a
fantasy of a third world war waged in a vast subterranean labyrinth -
a Plato's Cave allegory rewritten for our own troubled times.
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Friedrich Dirrenmatt (1921 - 1990) was born in Konolfingen near
Berne as the son of a protestant minister. He studied philosophy,
German literature and history of art in Berne and Zurich and worked
as a playwright, novelist, essayist and painter in Neuchatel, where
he lived with his family.
