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Berlin, 1943: At Plötzensee, 20-year-old Liane Berkovitz is executed by
the Nazis. Young love and her contempt for the Nazi dictatorship
have made her into a resistance fighter with the Schulze-Boysen
group. Decades later, an elderly woman is walking along the streets
of Berlin; unkempt, with long, snow-white hair. Everyone who lives
there has seen her, but barely anyone knows who she really is: a
millionaire, and the first-hand witness of Liane’s momentous life.
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Shelly Kupferberg, born in Tel Aviv in 1974, grew up in West Berlin
and studied journalism, theatre and music. She works as a journalist
and presenter for Deutschlandfunk Kultur and RBB Radio3, hosting
broadcasts on culture and society.
