Are they Islamists? Palestinians? Chechnyans? For several days, there
is no word from her kidnappers, turning all of those involved into
nervous wrecks. At work, the Chief Inspector is busy with another
case. A man working as a photographic model has been murdered.
By a killer who has it in for homosexuals? But the case is not that
simple. In his usual measured and thorough way, Costas Haritos
attempts to get to the bottom of it. And he discovers a story whose
roots lie deep in the past…
